Yes this is a 
new year and Denton ABATE has a lot of new and exciting things in the works for 
this year.

I hope everyone is staying warm and safe in this very cold month of January. 
Remember we have Legislative Day January 26th down in Austin.  If you have 

never been to Legislative Day then you need to take the day off work, make your plans and go you will not regret it. It 
is hard to put into words the feeling you will have when you see thousands of bikers walking up to the Capital and go 
inside and walk the halls and talk to their reps. the flyer will be in this newsletter. Call the hotel and make reservations 
for Sunday night, take the day off work on Monday and let's make this Legislative Day the largest one ever. Be a part of 
history. We all need to work together for the better of all Bikers. Bring your thoughts on the issues that are in your 
heart and tell your reps what you like or dislike on the issues. It was voted at the last meeting that we change our 
January meeting due to Legislative Day. So our meeting this month will be on January 18th. It was also voted that we 
change the time of our meetings back to 2pm. Hope to see you on January 18th at 2pm at Mr. Porky's in Denton.  
February 22nd is the Fish Fry at the VFW Post 4477. 300 S Smith Street, Dallas, Texas. All proceeds go to Save The 
Patch.  
Here is a little information I thought you might want to read about. 
Congressman James Sensenbrenner has once again introduced a bill that would call for the study of mid- level ethanol 
blends and their effect on internal combustion engines. 
The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) issued a waiver to the Clean Air Act that allowed for the sale of ethanol 
blends of up to 15 percent. The EPA never studied the effects of the high blend on the power train of any vehicle. They 
only studied tailpipe emissions. 
H.R. 21 calls for the study of the new, untested, higher blends, which is sorely needed. Some motorcycle manufacturers 
are voiding warranties if the 15 percent blend is used in the vehicle. 
Beyond voiding a warranty, should you use the E15 blend in your motorcycle, you are violating federal law. According 
to final ruling, motorcycles are not included in the waiver, and therefore making it illegal to use the blend. The waiver 
for using the E15 blend is limited to light trucks and passenger cars. Specifically the rule states that the E15 blend can 
only be used in 2001 and newer light-duty passenger cars. 
The Motorcycle Riders Foundation urges you to call your Members of the House of Representatives and ask them to 
cosponsor H.R. 21. 
FOR IMMEDIATE RELEASE 
WASHINGTON, D.C. ı A bipartisan bill introduced today by U.S. Sens. Jeanne  Shaheen (D-N.H.), Ron Johnson (R-
Wis.), Kelly Ayotte (R-N.H.), Joe Manchin (D-  W.Va.) and Susan Collins (R-Maine) would prohibit the use of federal 
funds in  establishing motorcycle-only checkpoints.  
Specifically, the ĶStop Motorcycle Checkpoint Funding Actķ would restrict the Secretary of Transportation from 
granting funds to any government entity for a program to check helmet use or to create checkpoints for an operator of 
a motorcycle or a passenger on a motorcycle. The American Motorcyclist Association and the Motorcycle Riders 
Foundation fully support the bill.  
ĶMotorcycle-only checkpoints are discriminatory, forcing riders and their  passengers to do something not asked of 
other citizens, simply because we choose  to travel on two wheels, or three, instead of four,ķ said Wayne Allard, AMA 



vice  president for government relations. ĶThe AMA believes the money used for these operations could be better spent 
supporting programs that conduct rider education, reduce distracted driving and encourage motorist awareness of 
motorcycles.ķ  
ĶWe are excited to work on this most important issue,ķ said Jeff Hennie, vice president of government relations and 
public affairs for the Motorcycle Riders Foundation. ĶIt is imperative that we end the discriminatory act of motorcycle 
only checkpoints.ķ   
Motorcycle riders already are subject to state registration, inspection, and licensing and helmet laws and must stop at 
sobriety check points like all other motorists.  
The MRF and AMA have fought motorcycle-only checkpoints since the state of New York announced plans to set up 
15 of them in 2008 to stop riders on their way summer motorcycling events.  
ĶEvidence suggests that motorcycle-only checkpoints do not effectively reduce motorcycle injuries or fatalities and do 
not address the factors that are the main contributors to motorcycle accidents,ķ the senators wrote in a press release 
about the bill. ĶAccordingly, NHTSA does not list the practice in its own 2013 Highway Safety Countermeasure Guide 
for State Highway Offices, which details policies and activities that the agency considers effective at reducing crash 
injuries and fatalities.ķ   
States use funding from the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration to pay for the checkpoints, so federal 
legislation can halt the practice.  
If passed, this federal bill will cut off NHTSA funding and ensure that riders across the country are safeguarded from 
these ineffective and discriminatory stops.  
ĶUsing motorcyclists tax dollars to discriminate and harass them with mandatory roadside checkpoints in the name of 
safety is offensive and just plain wrong. No one is more aware of the condition of the motorcycle than the person 
riding it,ķ Hennie said.  
ĶIf the NHTSA truly is interested in motorcyclistsĴ safety, it would fund proven programs that help prevent crashes, 
rather than these checkpoints,ķ Allard said.   
California, Louisiana, Missouri, North Carolina, Illinois, New Hampshire and Virginia have passed legislation curbing 
motorcycle-only checkpoints.
